	III. SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT

	Article 2. 
	a) The Author transfers the publishing rights of the Work to the Publisher for a period of 5 (five) years.
b) The content of the Work cannot be used elsewhere or in any other form during the contract period.
c) The Author does not grant permission for the complete or partial copying, reproduction, distribution, adaptation, or uploading of the Work to other platforms, whether by mechanical, digital, or any other means, contrary to the provisions of Articles (a) and (b).




	IV. IV. RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES

	A. RIGHTS OF THE AUTHOR

	Article 3.
	a) If the public presentation or publication of the Work is detrimental to the honor and reputation of the Author, the Author can prohibit its disclosure or publication, even if written permission has been granted to others.
b) No abbreviations, additions, or alterations can be made to the Work or the Author's name without the permission of the Author.

	      B. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE AUTHOR

	Article 4.
	a) The Author acknowledges that the scientific and linguistic responsibility for the Work belongs to the Author.
b) The Author declares and accepts that ethical rules are taken into account during the preparation of the Work and the included information.
c) The Author declares and accepts that the Work belongs to them and that no third party has any rights over this Work.
ç) The Author declares and accepts that they will not request any copyright fee in cash in accordance with the Trakya University Press Publishing Guidelines and that, as a copyright fee, they will be provided with a quantity of the printed work equal to 5% of the print run.
d) The Author acknowledges and accepts that the Work will be designed in accordance with the printing and publishing formats by the Publisher, and the Author cannot interfere except for suggestions.
e) The Author declares and accepts that they will not use, reproduce, publish, or distribute the Work except in cases permitted by the Publisher.
f) The Author declares and accepts that they will bear all expenses if they terminate the process for reasons attributable to them during the publication stage.

c) Declares and accepts that it will not transfer the rights obtained through this Contract to third parties.
